
Rehearsals & Performances
Teens are expected to be present at most rehearsals and ALL mandatory 
dates (tech rehearsal, dress rehearsal, and performances).  This 
summer, we have 11 regular rehearsals, one tech rehearsal, one dress 
rehearsal, and four performances (two performances on Friday, July 18 and 
two performances on Saturday, July 19).  Teens should call 
708.532.0160, x 2 or send a text to 708.336.3556 if they will be absent for 
ANY rehearsal PRIOR TO the actual rehearsal. Planned absences (including 
partial-day absences) must be recorded, signed, and submitted on the form 
that participants will receive on the first day of rehearsal.  Participants should 
not miss more than 3 days of rehearsal (or 12 hours total).

No prior acting experience is required, and all who audition will get a part. 
A copy of the script for Storybook Court: Full of Beans! will be available to 
preview at the Youth Services Desk beginning May 1. Individual copies of the 
script will be handed out at the first rehearsal for all performers and crew 
members. Participants who lose their script will not be given another copy.  
Auditions will be held on Tuesday, May 27 from 5:30 - 7 pm. The cast list 
will be available on Friday, May 30 when the library opens.  You may call us 
at 708.532.0160, x 2 or send a text to 708.336.3556.  You may only inquire 
about your own part or the part of a sibling.
